Academy for Healthcare Improvement Announces

Third Annual Curricular Innovation Awards

The Academy for Healthcare Improvement (AHI) encourages the development, dissemination, and recognition of novel educational resources in the area of patient safety and quality improvement. At the AHI Scientific Symposium to be held on December 5, 2011, the third annual Duncan Neuhauser Curricular Innovation Award in Healthcare Improvement will be presented. Through this award, the AHI seeks to spur development curricular material that facilitates learning the principles and methods of healthcare improvement.  
The submitter of the top curricular submission received by AHI prior to October 16, 2011 will be the recipient of this award, receiving a cash prize of $500. Second place prize: $300; 3rd place prize: $200.

Criteria for Award:  Curricular material submitted should focus on the learning of improvement skills in health care.  Submissions will be judged on the merits of: 

· Innovation of approach in facilitating the learning of improvement principles and methods
· Potential for significant impact in teaching improvement in healthcare

· Ability to be adopted by many other schools/institutions/professions

· Demonstration of how the material was used to advance the learning about healthcare improvement

· Educational, behavior or clinical outcomes achieved or processes improved with the curriculum.
Award Eligibility: 

· Curricular submissions to the AHI website from January 1, 2011 through October 16, 2011 are eligible for consideration of this award.  AHI Editorial Board and AHI Board members may not be primary authors of submissions, but may be listed as co-authors. 
· You must be an AHI member in order to submit materials.  Information on membership can be found at:  http://www.a4hi.org/membership/index.cfm.
· How to Submit: Material should be submitted via the AHI website:  http://www.a4hi.org/preview/index.cfm .  Follow the process outlined for submitting material for consideration of the Duncan Neuhauser Curricular Innovation Award.  

Submission Deadline:  October 16, 2011
FAQs:  
· Winners will be recognized at the 2011 AHI Scientific Symposium and will be asked to present a poster at the AHI Scientific Symposium.  Winning submissions posted on the AHI website.
· All submissions will be reviewed and selection of winning entries made by members of the AHI Educational Resource Committee Editorial Board.

· A maximum of two submissions per first author will be considered for the award. 
· Text submissions must be no longer than 50 pages; no more than one PowerPoint presentation may be submitted.  For curricula exceeding these limits, representative material that illustrates the award criteria (see above) should be submitted.  No single attachment should exceed 5 MB in size.
· Submitters are encouraged to “de-identify” submissions of the identity of authors and institutions as much as is practical, to promote impartial judging by the awards committee.
· All decisions of the AHI Board are final.
· Winners will be informed of the award by November 14, 2011. The awards will be presented at the AHI Scientific Symposium on December 5, 2011.  Questions can be directed to Karyn Baum at karynbaum@yahoo.com
